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Cancellation Procedure

No refunds will be given unless a written request is received on or before
Friday, January 11, 2008. A $25 processing fee will be deducted from any
refund issued. You will be responsible for cancelling your registration and
hotel reservations.

Reimbursement

A reimbursement form will be provided when you check in at the conference
on Wednesday. PAC will reimburse State employees for lodging, meals
and mileage. County employees are only eligible for lodging and meal
reimbursement. You may seek reimbursement for two (2) nights lodging;
however, attendees whose office is located 300 miles or more away from
Unicoi Lodge may seek reimbursement for Tuesday night, for a total of three
(3) nights lodging. Attendees whose office is located within a 35 mile radius
of the Unicoi Lodge will not be eligible to seek reimbursement for lodging. For
any questions regarding reimbursement procedures you may contact Judith
Greenblatt at 404-969-4001.

Policies and Rules

PAC Rule 6.10 (c): No reimbursement will be made if the individual fails to comply with
the attendance policies of the sponsoring organization or if the individual fails to attend,
without a valid excuse, 80% or more of the program scheduled for the time period for
which reimbursement is sought. In order to receive your reimbursement, you must attach
a Certificate of Attendance indicating the conference session(s) that you attend. PAC
Rule 6.15 (b): Requests for reimbursement for travel expenses must be received by the
Council on the appropriate form within 90 days of the expense being incurred. Requests
for reimbursement that are submitted after 90 days will not be reimbursed. There will be
no exceptions.
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GEORGIA HOTEL AND MOTEL OPERATORS:

On April 12, 1987 Act No. 621 amending section 48-13-51 of the Georgia Code became effective. This act provides that
Georgia state or local government officials or employees traveling on official business should not be charged county or
municipal excise tax on lodging. Sales tax is not exempted under the current sales tax law, since the payment of hotel/
motel bills by an employee is not considered to be the payment made directly by a state agency from appropriated funds.
Upon verification of the identity of the state official or employee identified below, Georgia hotel and motel operators are
authorized to exempt the individual from any applicable county or municipal lodging excise tax. Sales tax, however, should
continue to be charged.

A copy of this notification should be maintained with your tax records to document the individual’s status as a state official
or employee traveling on official business.
